Turned the Tables





On last Thursday night, a robber entered the store of MRS. PHEBE WELCH at Brazil/ Brazeil and purchased $30 worth of goods, among the articles 8 feet of small rope. When the clerk, HOWARD MARTIN demanded the money for the goods, the robber covered him with a six-shooter and commanded him to lay face downward on the floor and then proceeded to tie his hands behind him with the rope. The clerk being helpless, the robber opened the money drawer and secured $25, then proceeded to rob the post office. He opened 3 registered letters, failing to find money, so he attempted to open the safe, but did not succeed. Four different times he carried goods to his wagon, 400 yards away, each time compelling the clerk to march ahead of him. The clerk, fearing he would be killed, made a desperate attempt to free his hands as the robber was packing the goods, and succeeded in doing so. He sprang on the robber, calling for help during a fierce struggle. PARSON HUNTER heard Martin's call for help and stepped from his cabin and came to his rescue.





The rope that has bound Martin's hands now bound the robber's hands. The robber was taken to Poteau on Friday by Mr. Martin and an assistant and turned him over to a deputy marshal, who took him to Fort Smith. The robber gave his name as Patty from near Skullyville.
