UNDER AUSPICES OF CARTER COUNTY 

PARENT-TEACHER CLUB 

1. For the purpose of conducting educational contests the schools of Carter County are 
divided in four classes, designated as Class A, Class B, Class C and Class D. 

2. Class A, independent districts, Ardmore, Wilson, Healdton and Dundee.
 
Class B, Consolidated and accredited rural schools, Berwyn, Zaneis, Rexroat, Fox, Wheeler,
 

Lone Grove,	 Springer, Woodford and Plainview. 
Class C, rural schools having more than one teacher. 
Class D, rural schools employing not more than one teacher. 
3. Each class shall be divided into five divisions for reading, oratory or declamation contests.
 
A boy and a girl is eligH'le to enter each division.
 
Boys shall contest against boys 2.nd girls shall contest against girls.
 
Either standard or original orations, declamations and readings may be used provided five
 

minutes be th.e limit of time allowed for rendition in Divisi'ons 1, 2 and 3, and ten minutes be the 
liInit vf time allowed for rendition in Divisions 4 and 5. 

DiYision 1 (first and second grades) reading. Five minute limit. 
Division 2 (third and fourth grades) reading. Five minute limit. 
Division 3 (fifth and sixth grades) declamation. Five minute limit. 
Division 4 (seventh and eighth grades) declamation. Ten minute limit. 
Division 5 (high school) oratory. Ten minute limit. 
4. The contest in debate shall include contestants from high school only and shall consist of 

two divisions, Class A division and Class B division. 
Rules and regulations governing such contests for the University of Oklahoma shall govern, 

except for time limit which shall be ten minutes for each contestant, provided the champion 
speaker for the Affirmative and for the Negative shall be allowed extra five and three minutes, 
respectively, for rejoinders. Each team shall consist of three contestants. No team shall be 
composed wholly of boys or girls. 

5. Each school in Classes A, B, C and D is eligible to enter one contestant in vocal solo, one 
contestant jn piano solo, one girls' glee 'club, one boys' glee club, one mixed chorus and one 
orchestra number. Pupils in the music contest may be chosen from any grade or grades. 

6. The contest in arithmetic shall cover only the fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth grades. Only 
one contestant from a grade is eligible. Pupils entering the arithmetic contest shall contest against 
pupils of their own grade. 

7. Tests in arithmetic shall be taken from the adopted state course of study given as follows: 
The fifth grade shall be based on common fractions and shall be written. Abstract. problems 

as	 follows shall be included in each test. 
One problem in addition of fractions. 
One problem in subtraction of fractions. 
One problem in multiplication of fractions. 
One problem involving two or more of these fundamental processes. 
Concrete problems in each test: 
Five problems involving the same processes outlined under abstract problems. 
8. The sixth grade test shall be hased on common and decimal fractions as follows: 
A dictation exercise of writi~g decimals shall be given consisting of ten separate readings. 

Correct	 notation of each to count one per cent. 
Abstract problems: 
One problem in addition of decimal fractions. 
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One problem in subtraction of decimal fractions.
 
One problem in multiplication of decimal fractions.
 
One problem in division of decimal fractions.
 
Concrete problems:
 
Five concrete problems involving the fundamental processes of decimal fractions.
 
9. The seventh grade tests shall be based on percentage and practical measurements. 
Five problems shall be given to test on the relation between per cent and common and decimal 

fractions.	 Correct solution of each to count two per cent. 
One problem involving any or all of the fundamental processes of percentage. 
One problem on commercial discount. 
One problem in profit and loss. 
One problem in simple interest. 
One problem in luml'er. 
One problem in papering. 
One problem in carpeting. 
One problem in painting. 
One problem in volume. 
10. The eighth grade tests shall be based on the following:
 
Applications of percentage.
 
Mensuration of surfaces.
 
Mensuration of solids.
 
Longitude and time.
 
Problems as follows shall be given:
 
One problem in writing commercial forms.
 
One problem in bank discount.
 
One problem in compound interest.
 
One problem in stocks and bonds.
 
One problem in insurance.
 
One problem in surfaces of plane figures.
 
One problem in volume of solids.
 
One problem in longitude and time.
 
11. All test problems for arithJnetic contests shall be carefully selected Hy the judges previous 

to the date set for the contest. Judges shall limit as to time. 
12. The penmanship contest will be conducted in three divisions.
 
Division 1, one representative from any accredited high school in the county.
 
Division 2, one representative from fifth through eighth grades of any city of the first class in
 

the county. 
Division 3, one representative from fifth through eighth grades of any rural school in the 

cOLlnty. 
Outline and procedure for conducting the penmanship contest will be same as requirements 

for state contest.

AUSPICES OF CARTER COUNTY
 
PARENT-TEACIIER CLUB
 

1. For the purpose of encouraging the physical development of the pupils of the schools of 
Carter County, there is hereby created an organization which shall be known as the CARTER 
COUNTY SCHOOLS ATHLETIC COUNCIL which organization shall have full and complete 
control of all athletic contests held by the schools of the county. 

2. This Athletic Council shall be composed of six active teachers of the county, appointed 
by the County Superintendent at the time of the first regular meeting of the County Teachers 
Association following the last day of the scholastic school year (June 30) of each and every 
year; two superintendents of Independent districts, two superintendents of schools doing four 
years of accredited school work and two teachers of the rural schools. 

3. The Annual Meet shall be held at such time and place as shall be determined by the said 
council in whole or in part as said council may elect. 

4.	 For the convenience of the Athletic Council, the schools shall be divided into three classes 
as follows: 

Class A-All Independent districts-Ardmore, Wilson, Healdton and Dundee. 
Class B-All other schools doing accredited work; Berwyn, Zaneis, Fox, Wheeler, Rexroat, 

Lone Grove, Springer, Woodford	 and Plainview. 
Class C-All other schools of the county under supervision of the County Superintendent. 
5. The three Classes shall be subdivided into four Divisions as follows:
 
Division I-Boys, up to and including 80 pounds weight.
 

Girls, up to and including 75 pounds weight.
 
Division 2-Boys, up to and including 100 pounds weight.
 

Girls, up to and including 90 pounds weight.
 
Division 3-Boys, up to and including 120 pounds weight.
 

Girls, up to and including 115 pounds weight.
 
Division 4-Boys, all boys weighing over 120 pounds.
 

Girls, all girls weighing over 115 pounds.
 
The above weights include total weight of contestant clothed for contest in which they propose 

to participate. 
6. It is further designated that any school may elect to advance from any class to the next 

class higher upon written application to the council not later) than the first day of March of the 
year in which the contest is to be held. 

Also a pupil may elect to advance from one division to the next higher upon written application 
and at the above designated time. These applications must be in the hands of the county super­
intendent not later than March 1st, and all applications for change must he addressed to the county 
superintendent. 

7. Announcements by the Athletic Council must be made not later than the first day of 
January of each and every year as to place and time of meeting, provided further that no meet shall 
be held later than the last Saturday of March of each year.

In addition to the regular track and field meet as 
per instruction there may be held, on application of four 
schools of the coumy, a base ball and a basket ball 
tournament at some time during the track and field 
meet or other time selected by the athletic council. 
The application for the "'bove must be made by not less 
than four schools of the county and must be in writing 
addressed to the County Superintendent, not later than 
January 1st of the year of the contest. 

JUDGES: Judges for all athletic events shall be se­
lected by the a,thletic council and all expelJSes shall be 
paid by the community in which the meet is conducted 
or any other method decided upon by the council, but 
must be composed of thl> following officials: Manager, 
two score keepers, two markers and a weigher. The 
above shall constitute the officials of the contest except 
in case of base ball and basket ball tournament when 
two umpires for base ball and one referee and o'.'e 
umpire for basket ball shall be selectoo by the counc,l. 
All questions of dispute shall be settloo by the Athlellc 
Council, from whose decision there is no appeal. They 
shall be the sole judge as to the fitness of any of the 
above officials and shall reserve the authority to remove 
said official when they see fit. 

(JUMPS) 
CONDITWNS: Three trials shall be allowoo in all 

jumps and in all broad jumps, thl> contestants shall rise 
from a take off board providoo for that purpose and 
failure tll do so shall constitute a trial. All measure­
ments to be made from the front of the board to the 
nearest broken ground. 

(POLE VAULT) 
Three trials shall be allowed and displacing the pole 

or cross piece will be consideroo a trial. 
(RACEs) 

All races shall be standard as to starting, drawing of 
places, etc. 

(DISCUS) 
The discus shall be regulation and shall be hurled 

from a seven foot circle. Letting go the discus or step­
ping on the boundary of the circle will constitute a trial 
and three trials shall be allowed. 

(SHOT PUT) 
The shot must not exceoo eight pounds in weight, shall 

be regulation as to material, shape and size and shall be 
put from a seven foot circle. Three trials shall be 
allowed and at every put, the contestam shall hold 
the shot either in front or above the shoulder and fa;l­
ure to do so will constitute a trial and for the contest­
ant to come in contact with any part of the boundary 
of the circle will also constitute a trial. 

(HURDLES) 
Both high and low hurdles shall be regulation heighth 

and distance apart. 

(JAVEI.lN) 
The javelin hurling shall be in accordance with the 

state conference regulations as to length and weight. 
(BASKET BALL AND BASE BALL) 

In the games of base ball and basket ball, Spalding's 
rules shall govern and the regulations of the state high 
school cOllference shall apply as to eligibility of any 
and all players and all immediate decisions however, shall 
be decided by the umpires and referee at time of game 
and the council shall have only appellate jurisdiction. 

All pupils who have attendoo scho()l f()r a period of 
two-thirds of the time sch()()1 has been in sessi<>n up 
to the time of the contest, wh() are n()t under temp()rary 
sU3pension, who are carrying not less than 3 regular 
high school subjects or m",king passing grades in two­
thirds of the subjects in the grades and are less than 
twenty-one years old shall be eligible to take part in 
any and all contests of the athletic field, providoo that 
no contestant shall have at any time playoo with or 
taken part in any game where he or any other5 have 
received money or other compen~ation for their playing 
ability. 

No pupil shall play under an a5sumoo name or bl> 
allowoo to play far any other school except the school 
where he has attendoo aRd is attending at the time of 
the contest and only one team of base ball and one of 
basket ball shall be allowoo to compete. Every rule of 
the state high school conference shall hold good as 
applioo to the base ball "'nd basket ball players. 

There shall be determined a best and second best 
playe-l", contestant or team. The best in each event 
sh&ll be granted five points and the second best shall 
be granted three points and the school i'n each class 
shall be given a suitable loving cup which shall be 
retained in that school until the next regular meet, 
at which time the teams may contest for the same cup, 
provided, however, that the school winning the same cup 
for three consecutive years shall be declared the perma­
nent owner of' said cup. 

All questiolJS not fully coveroo by the above regula­
tions shall be left to the finaJ decision of the athletic 
council from whose decision there is r.O appeal. The 
council will strive to see that absolute fair.ness pre­
vails and any individual who takes unsportsmanship ad­
vantage of an opponent in any of the contests shall be 
barroo from further participation. And any school show­
ing a spirit of unfairness or in any way violating the 
conditions set forth above shall likewise be barred 
from further participation or in the best judgment of the 
council said school shall be perm",nently prevented from 
bther activities in any county or school contest. 

With the above requirements in view, the principal or 
superintendent of each school shall certify to the County 
Superintendent of schools, the name and age as well as 
grade and number of days' attendance of each boy and 
girl who is to take part in any of the above contests 
and any misrepresentation on the part of said principal 
or superintendent shall bar said school from participa­
tion in said contests. 

The winner of each event of each division of each 
class shall be given a blue ribbon showing same as well 
as date and place and shall be credited with five points 
to his or her school. 

The second best shall likewise be given a red 
ribbon showing division, class and event, as well as time 
and place of said event and their school shall be crooited 
with three points. 

All communications as to conditions, time and place 
of meetirrgs and notifications required by the athletic 
council must be addressed to the County Superintendent 
of Scbools, Ardmore, Oklahoma.
