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Fallen Oklahoma Law Enforcement Officers to Be Honored 


The morning of May 18th Oklahoma will take time out to honor the over 
seven hundred law enforcement officers who have died in the line of duty in 
Oklahoma both before and after statehood. The names of six officers will be 
engraved before the 44th Annual Oklahoma Law Enforcement Officer’s Memorial 
Service to be conducted at 10 A.M. that morning and they will be dedicated during 
the service. The service will be conducted at the Oklahoma Law Enforcement 
Memorial located on the west grounds of the Oklahoma Department of Public 
Safety Headquarters, 3600 M. L. King Avenue in Oklahoma City. Oklahoma’s 

Commissioner of Public Safety, Michael C. Thompson will be the guest speaker. 

The officers being added are:
     Grady County Deputy Sheriff Green Pryor William Cude, shot and killed the 
morning of April 19, 1909, near Alex.
     Pershing City Marshal James Samuel Shelley, shot and killed the evening of 
May 11, 1921, as he stopped a stolen car near Pershing.
     Boynton City Marshal Floyd James Spencer, died early the morning of January 
21, 1950, after being shot the afternoon before. Spencer was also an Osage County 

Deputy Sheriff.
     Pottawatomie County Reserve Deputy Sheriffs Timothy Evan Lowery and 
Michael Donald Roberts, were killed the evening of September 30, 2011, when 
their patrol unit crashed into a semi-truck flatbed trailer near Asher.
      Choctaw County Deputy Sheriff Brian Edward Hayden, killed in route to a call 
the evening of April 19, 2012, when his patrol pickup was struck by a tribal patrol 
car going to the same call.
